Whimster Prize
Application Conditions
The Whimster Prize was first awarded in 1984 to commemorate the work of the late Dr Ian Whimster, a noted dermatopathologist and experimental pathologist who worked at St. Thomas' Hospital, London.

1. The prize of £600 will be awarded on the basis of work published in the preceding three years in the field of experimental pathology of the skin. Submissions of post-doctoral bound theses are preferred but nominations could also include reprints of appropriate original work.

2. Although no canvassing will be permitted, attention may be drawn to appropriate material by BAD members at any time via the BAD office. Applications will also be invited via the British Journal of Dermatology.

3. The applications will be considered by a small sub-committee nominated by the Executive Committee who will make a decision concerning the awarding of the Prize.

4. The judges will reach their conclusions in February of each appropriate year.

5. If no application is considered of sufficient merit to justify the Prize, it will be held in abeyance for three years.

6. The BAD reserves the right to vary the conditions of the prize.
